	3. Principal’s Report / SSP Update

	Our Holiday Concerts were very successful and very well attended.  The students were great and the feedback from those that attended was very positive.  To raise funds to have our school piano tuned, MES had a voluntary toonie toss and raised enough money to get the piano taken care of.  

We are now moving into the Second Cycle of our Literacy Plan.  The focal point of our goal is teachers focusing on the timing of lessons and increasing the confidence of students.  Teachers are trying to build independence to facilitate small group instruction in the classroom.  Ms. Roy is going to reach out to our Literacy Coach to discuss how to build capacity within the classroom, and students, for explicit small group instruction to take place.

Our ELST did a second round of the Acadience screener with all students in grades Primary to Two.  At our staff meeting today, staff reviewed the data resulting from those assessments.  As a result, staff were able to identify students requiring support.  What those supports are and how they will be put in place will be determined.

Our Math Coach/Support Teacher recently finished her time at our school.  

Ms. Roy and Ms. Barnhill recently attended the Provincial SAC Conference on Friday November 28.  The following topics were discussed: Safe Schools Strategy, the Safe and Inclusive Schools website, and the new School Code of Conduct.  There was a discussion about using our student data to inform decision making to help increase community representation in our SAC membership.  The importance of demographics and self-identification of students may help us diversify our SAC membership.  Ms. Roy and Ms. Barnhill also shared that the SAC Innovation Fund was discussed.  This is a substantial grant that can be used to support student learning and well-being.  Ms. Roy attended a session on building a Community Asset Map for our school.  It would focus on gathering information on groups and agencies in our community that may be able to able to support us with respect to school/class trips, or in planning for any school related activities.  Ms. Roy is going to provide SAC members with a template to add any supports that they may be aware of.
